Invitation

Jesus was often a guest. He shared many meals with his friends, and they long remembered his
words at the table. Though some disapproved of the company he kept, Jesus ate and drank with all



kinds of people and showed everyone the love of God. Wherever people met together Jesus was
glad to be welcomed and to be fed. Today, we are the guests of Jesus. He welcomes us, whoever
we are and whatever we bring, and he will feed us at his table. Old or young, rich or poor, joyful or
in sorrow, Jesus invites us to share bread and wine with him, to remember the story of his life and
death, and to celebrate his presence with us today.

On the night before he died, Jesus shared a meal with twelve of his disciples in an upstairs room in
Jerusalem. The Gospel writer Mark tells us what happened that night.

At supper while they were eating, Jesus took a loaf of bread, and after blessing it he broke it, gave
it to them, and said,’ Take; this is my body’. Then he took a cup, and after giving thanks he gave it
to them, and all of them drank from it. He said to them, ‘This is my blood of the covenant, which is
poured out for many. Truly, | tell you, | will never again drink the fruit of the vine until that day when
| drink it new in the kingdom of God.

We are the friends and disciples of Jesus today. He invites us to break bread together, to remember
him and to pray that God’s Kingdom will come.
