purpose and the grace God gave us in Christ Jesus years ago"
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By that grace we are saved. Let us believe the good news of the gospel! In Jesus Christ we are
forgiven. If you would have the fullness of joy that God has stored up for you, be you likewise

gracious and forgiving. Amen.

The Breaking of the Bread

The Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed
took bread and when he had given thanks,

he broke it and said, ‘This is my body which is for you.
Do this in remembrance of me.’

In the same way also the cup saying
‘This cup is the new covenant in my blood.

Do this, as often as you drink it,
in remembrance of me.’

If the narrative of the institution has been used earlier in the service, as the bread is broken the
minister may say:
The bread which we break is the communion of the body of Christ.

And as the cup is raised the minister may say:
The cup of blessing which we bless is the communion of the blood of Christ.

Distribution of the Bread and Wine then follows with the following hymn:
